ARTICLE 5. On motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously voted that the District authorize the Treasurer, with the approval of the Commissioners, to borrow in anticipation of revenue for the twelve-month period beginning July 1, 2022, in accordance with the General Laws, Chapter 44, Section 4, and acts in amendment thereof, and to renew any note or notes as may be given for a period of less than one year in accordance with General Laws, Chapter 44, Section 17.

ARTICLE 6. On motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously voted that the sum of $292,680 be appropriated for the payment of bonds and notes maturing during the twelve-month period beginning July 1, 2022, together with the interest charges on bonds and notes for the period. Said bonds and notes having been heretofore duly authorized by vote of the District. Said amount to be raised from Water Revenue and in the Tax Levy.

ARTICLE 7. On motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously voted that the sum of $1,942,560 be appropriated for General Maintenance and Operating Expenses of the District for the twelve-month period beginning July 1, 2022. Said amount to be raised from Water Revenue and Tax Levy.

ARTICLE 8. On motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously voted to appropriate $1,780,000 to pay for costs for the Rehabilitation of Water Storage Facilities Project, and for the payment of all other costs, incidental and related thereto, and that to meet this appropriation, the Treasurer, with the approval of the Board of Water Commissioners, is authorized to borrow said amount through the Local Water System Assistance Program of the Massachusetts Water Resources Authority, pursuant to Chapter 44, Section 8(5) of the General Laws, or pursuant to any other enabling authority, and to issue bones or notes of the District therefor.  
ARTICLE 9. On motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously voted that Article 9 be postponed indefinitely.
ARTICLE 10. On motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously voted that the sum of $120,000 be appropriated to the District’s Rehabilitation of Water Storage Facilities Project. Said amount to be transferred from Free Cash.
ARTICLE 11. On motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously voted that the sum of $5,000 be appropriated to the Other Post-Employment Benefits Trust Fund Account (OPEB). Said amount to be raised from Water Revenue and in the Tax Levy.

ARTICLE 12. On motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously voted that the sum of $15,000 be appropriated to the Reserve Fund Account. Said amount to be raised from Water Revenue and in the Tax Levy.
On motion duly made and seconded, it was voted to adjourn the meeting at 7:12 p.m.
